Advantages of EDRR

EDRR does not restrict trade and movement of species
that may or may not become invasive.

EDRR addresses only species that have established free
living, self perpetuating populations.

EDRR causes minimal and short impacts on the invaded
habitat.

EDRR aims to restore the invaded habitat to a natural
balance.
